In some
clubs owing to the financial depression,
there had been heavy resignations, said
the Captain, bur it was a martter on which
they could congrarulate themselves that
during the vear under review, which
ended on 30 June, Brookmans Park had
had only 14 resignations. The course was
improving, the Management had spared
no pains in getting it into the condition of
a first class golf course and people who
visited it now could hardly believe thar i
was a course which had only been open
for two years, The Caprain added that all
the members were very proud of their
voung Professional (W, E. Peters), who
had put up a very fine show in first class
competitions during the vear, He
referred in particular to his wonderfully
good play in the News of the World
tournament when he beat Abe Mitchell.
Major Burton expressing gratification at
the progress made since the formation of
the cluh, said the members could
congratulate themselves on the fact that
they had during the first two years such
an excellent caprain as Mr Hartrell, The
report he had read redounded to his
credit and to the credit of the commiree.
Another great factor in their success had
been the work of the Secretary (AL I3,
Findlay), who had added enormously to
the membership and whose keenness on
the redevelopment of the course was an
outstanding feature of his activities. The
